Ed Councils: 
 

"Find It" at ACUI.ORG

Education councils were established 5 years ago to help 
each of us gain the knowledge we need in order to do our 
jobs better.  There are four councils led by Co-Chairs 
who serve on the international leadership team in the 
areas of 1. Auxiliary Services, 2. Campus Life and 
Program Management, 3. Facilities and Operations and 4. 
Administration, Finance and Management.  
 
While these councils work to influence the educational 
content of publications, conferences, seminars and 
institutes, there are also ways to easily access harvested 
knowledge in their respective competency areas.  Here's 
how you can do this from the comfort of your desk chair. 
 

1. Open the ACUI web page at http://www.acui.org 
and select "Enter" 

 
2. Select the small "find it" link at the upper right 

corner (this appears on all other pages as well) 

 
 
3. Scroll down to see the core competencies and all of 

the competency areas covered for each of the Ed 
Councils 

 
4. Select one of the blue-highlighted topics that are of 

interest to you to open a completed keyword search 
on that topic 

 
For example, by scrolling down on the "find it" page to the 
Administration, Finance and Management section and 
selecting the first entry, Assessment, you will see a list of 
educational resources including 10 Bulletin articles, 4 
ACUI Programs, and 2 Products/Services that are available 
to you as a member.  Select a title and see the full text of an 
article or be redirected to another page that more fully 
describes the resource. 
 
Additionally, if you are interested in a topic that is not 
already catalogued, you can define your own keyword 
search on the "find it" page. 
 
ACUI is not just an Association; it is your tool - helping 
you to do your job better.
